Art. 248 Behaviour of Squamous Cell Carcinoma in Pinar del Río Province  

ABSTRACT
Introduction: Squamous cell carcinoma is a malignant tumor derived from epidermal keratinocytes, with metastatic potential. Its incidence is increasing both globally and in Cuba. 

Objective: To characterize the clinical and epidemiological behavior of patients with squamous cell carcinoma. 

Methods: A descriptive, longitudinal and retrospective study was carried out in patients with a clinical and histological diagnosis of squamous cell carcinoma in the hospitals of León Cuervo Rubio and Abel Santamaría Cuadrado areas in the province of Pinar del Río, during the period from January 2019 to December 2020. The universe consisted of 1817 patients, and the sample of 453 patients. The variables age, sex, skin color, clinical forms, location and degree of tumor differentiation were studied. Biopsy reports and cancer reports were used to obtain the information. 

Results: 45.91% of patients were over 60 years old, 60.70% were male and 417 had white skin. The most frequent clinical form was ulceration with 109 cases, the main tumor location was in the head and neck with 108 patients and 57.17% had a well-differentiated tumor. 

Conclusions: No differences were found in terms of epidemiology, clinical data, and histology, compared to what was reported in the literature. 
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Art. 321 Epidemiological Characterization of Cutaneous Tumors Treated in the Surgical Unit of the ´´XX Anniversary´´ Polyclinic in Santa Clara Municipality

ABSTRACT
Introduction: Skin tumors are frequent in our environment, and they need timely diagnosis and treatment to avoid complications. 

Objective: To determine the clinical and epidemiological characteristics of cutaneous tumors and the pathological clinical correlation of the patients operated. 

Methods: A descriptive, cross-sectional and retrospective study was developed in the period from March 2018 to March 2020. The study population consisted of the total number of patients treated in the surgical unit of ´´XX Anniversary´´ Polyclinic in Santa Clara city, Villa Clara province. The sample consisted of 394 patients presenting skin tumours. 

Results: The most frequent tumors were benign, with a total of 244, and the most common were nevi (36.5%). Malignancies totalled 158, representing 40.1% of the total number of patients operated on and the most common was basal cell carcinoma. The age group over 50 years (69%) and white skin color (78.9%) predominated. A pathological clinical correlation was observed in 68.3%. 

Conclusions: The skin tumors that most affected our population were benign ones. Basal cell carcinoma predominated among malignant tumors. White skin color was the majority, and the most affected age group was those over 50. There was a predominance of the female sex in a global way, but in malignant tumors males were more frequent. In most cases there was a pathological clinical correlation.
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Art. 322 Epidemiological Clinical Characterization of Basal Cell Carcinoma in Patients Receiving HeberFERON Treatment

ABSTRACT
Introduction: Basal cell carcinoma is known as a tumor with limited malignancy or with little risk of metastasizing, located in the skin epithelium. 

Objective: To characterize patients with basal cell carcinoma under HeberFERON treatment from a clinical epidemiological point of view. 

Methods: A cross-sectional, descriptive study was conducted in patients with a diagnosis of basal cell carcinoma. The universe consisted of 86 patients and a sample of 79 was selected according to the researcher’s non-probabilistic selection criteria. The study was conducted in the Dermatology Department of  ´´Miguel Enríquez´´ Clinical Surgical University Hospital, during the period from December 2018 to December 2020. 

Results: Patients between 71 and 80 years (27.85%) and men (65.90%) predominated. Sun exposure of these patients was prevalent in 68.30%, and type II phototype in 64.54%. In 25.32% the lesions were located on the cheek. The most frequent clinical and histological diagnosis was in the nodular clinical subtype (59.49%). Treatment response was effective in 70.88% of patients with nodular clinical subtype. The most frequent adverse reaction attributable to treatment was pain at the injection site (70.90%). 

Conclusions: Male patients between 71 and 80 years of age predominated with a phototype II. Most of them reported sun exposure as a risk factor, and the most frequent location was the cheek. Nodular form predominated in more than half of the cases, and the response to treatment with HeberFERON was effective in most of the patients studied.
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Art. 323 Leprosy Reactions and Disabilities Due to Leprosy in Chambas Municipality , Ciego de Ávila Province
ABSTRACT 

Introduction: Leprosy is a very old disease. The early diagnosis made in the first year of onset of the disease is of vital importance for its control, because it cures the patient, interrupts transmission and prevents disabilities. 

Objective: To characterize leprosy reactions and leprosy disabilities in Chambas municipality. 

Methods: An observational, descriptive, cross-sectional, case series study was conducted in the period from January 2010 to June 2021.The universe, was formed by 17 diagnosed patients. Descriptive statistics were used and absolute and relative frequencies (percentages) were used as a summary measure of the processed information. 

Results: Between the years 2010 and 2012, the highest number of diagnoses was made, of which 20% were late. 88.2% were early diagnoses; 64.7% of patients did not develop leprosy reactions, 29.4% had a reversal reaction at some point in their evolution, and only 5.9% were complicated by a leprosy erythema. 82.3% of the cases had no disability.

Conclusions: Early diagnosis of cases predominated. The majority of patients had no leprosy reactions or disabilities. 
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Art. 334 Pemphigus Vulgaris and Nodular Prurigo
ABSTRACT  

Pemphigus is an autoimmune disease that causes blisters and erosions in the skin and mucous membrane. Between 80 and 90% of patients with pemphigus vulgaris develop skin disorders. The disease, when treatment starts from the initial stage, is easier to control, increases the possibility of early remission and a better quality of life. Nodular prurigo is an unknown pathogenic disorder. It involves the formation of hyperkeratotic and excoriated papules or nodules in response to skin trauma caused by chronic itching. It is more common in patients between twenty and sixty years of age. It predominates in extensor surfaces of the limbs and the response to the treatment is sub-optimal, so multiple measures must be used to control it. It is presented a 60-year-old female patient with vesico-blisters and nodules accompanied by pruritus of a year of evolution, with multiple treatments, and without remission of the lesions. Biopsy was performed on two skin samples. The result was compatible with pemphigus vulgaris and nodular prurigo. The interesting thing about the case lies in the fact that it is rare to find the association of both chronic dermatosis in our environment. 
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Art. 335 Eccrine Poroma Simulating Amelanotic Melanoma
ABSTRACT
Eccrine poroma corresponds to a rare benign neoplasia, originating from the intraepidermal ductal epithelium of the sweat gland. Clinically, it usually manifests as a solitary tumor most often located on the sole of the foot, so it is important to perform a histological study to confirm a diagnosis. However, its clinical characteristics can be very heterogeneous and sometimes it must be differentiated from melanoma. We It is presented the case of a 59-year-old female patient, with an apparent health history, who presents a mole in the left gluteal region, which has grown in recent months asymptomatically. Before the skin, clinical and dermatoscopic examination, basal cell carcinoma, amelanotic melanoma and eccrine poroma are considered. Biopsy is performed to confirm the diagnosis of eccrine poroma pigment. The interesting data of this case is that it shows an atypical topographic presentation of eccrine poroma. The clinical and dermatoscopic characteristics of the lesion can be very similar to other entities in dermatology, such as amelanotic melanoma, hence the need to confirm the diagnosis histologically.

Art. 221 Syphilitic Secundarism in Intradomiciliary Contact with Multibacillary Patient

ABSTRACT

Among the differential diagnoses of tuberculoid leprosy are secondary syphilis, body ringworm, granuloma annulare and skin tuberculosis, among others. Syphilis is a systemic, sexually transmitted, infectious disease. It is presented a 19 years old female patient, white skin color, with a history of first order intradomiciliary contact of a case of multibacillary leprosy. The patient attends to the dermatology consultation after presenting lesions from several weeks before, which she described as "insteps", which do not itch or cause discomfort, but have grown progressively. She presented evening fever, tiredness, malaise and headache. During the interrogation is collected the information that approximately 5 months ago she presented a genital injury in the form of a "peeled area" that disappeared by itself. The dermatological examination revealed a disseminated picture consisting of annular lesions, with a darker central area, well-defined edges, papuloses, with diameters ranging from 1 to 4 cm, in fewer than a dozen, distributed on the face, V cleavage, and proximal region of limbs. Venereal Disease Research Laboratory (STD) test is indicated and early syphilis diagnosis confirmed. The case arises because of the importance of always thinking of syphilis in a patient with annular lesions in skin.
